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Juan de Fuca Minor Hockey Gaming Pre-Approval Form

The purpose of this procedure is to ensure the correct information is being provided to the gaming commission.

JdFMHA is ultimately responsible for the teams and needs to ensure compliance by all involved. 

PROCEDURE:

1) Read through Section A.  If you have any questions, please call Steven Rossander – JdFMHA Gaming Director at 474-6642 or Donna Newman -, JdFMHA Administrator at 590-6153.

2) Complete and submit Section B (Gaming Approval Form) to Steven Rossander by dropping it off in her box at JdF Arena with an e-mail to let him know it is in him mailbox or send it by e-mail to:

***email is preferable. Please submit 10 days before the Gaming Event takes place ***

3) Steven Rossander will pre-approve your application via email, and you will be able to proceed with your online application with the gaming commission.  

4) Once the license is approved, please forward a copy to Steven Rossander.  Once the gaming event has taken place, please forward all the required documentation to the gaming director’s box at Juan de Fuca Arena.

SECTION A: 

Please read the following before submitting to the Gaming Director.  Guidelines for Gaming Licenses and Gaming Funds: 

1) Class D license is a license for any event that has a net revenue of UNDER $5,000.00  This is the license that all the JdFMHA teams apply. 

2) Type of event:


In most cases teams will be applying for a Raffle.  This includes 50/50, raffle tickets, loonie sticks, cash or prize boards and sports pools. 

The following are some special procedures for some of the raffles:

Raffle Tables: The application will go under Regular Ticket raffle.  The tickets must be preprinted with the prize details appearing on the ticket, each ticket must be numbered in sequential order and any unsold tickets must be kept with all the required documentation at the end of the event.  A brief description of each prize and its true market value must be stated on the application. 

Loonie Stick:  The application will go under Regular Ticket raffle.  At the time of application the stick value and amount of loonies that are attached to the stick must be stated and cannot be changed.  This means that the sticks value and description (For example, a Nike Graphite stick with a value of $150.00) and the amount of loonies (For example, a total of 100 loonies valued at $100.00) must be established and the amount of loonies can be no more or no less than the amount stated on the application.

Cash Board or Prize Board Raffle: The application will go under Percentage Draw if a cash board and a Regular Raffle if a prize draw.  A detailed description of the prize, the selling procedures and the drawing procedures must be faxed in with the application or, in the case of on line applications, the details faxed in with the invoice number to be reviewed by the Gaming Office.

Sports Pools: The application would be Sport Pool.  A detailed description of the event and the event procedures must be faxed into the Gaming Office at the time of application or may be noted on the online application. 

NOTE:  This is for $2.00 tickets with revenue of under $5000.00. It does NOT include Hockey Pools with entry fees of higher than $2.00, that is a B license and not available to individual teams.

3) The license requires a non-refundable fee of $25.00 and can take up to 3 business days to process once payment has been received.  

4) Once you have completed and saved your team name and address, they cannot be changed.  You will need to contact the branch in writing to have the name changed.

5)  The team treasurer (the person who applied as the licensee for the team) must ensure the licensed gaming event ("gaming event") is conducted and managed in accordance with these conditions.  Conditions such as type of prizes (For example, no liquor) and all the details outlined on the license application must be adhered to (For example, can not change prize quantity or value after the license had been issued).
6) The licensee cannot transfer or assign its license.  For example, a team can not use the same license issued for 50/50 at home games and for a team fundraiser.
7)  The licensee must: 

       
* Prominently post its license in public view at the gaming event, or in the case of ticket raffle, ensure the license is available for inspection and ensure all gaming materials include the gaming event license number as in the case of a ticket raffle.

8) Gaming Revenue information:


a) 
Gross gaming revenue includes all monies generated through the gaming event
for which the organization (the team) is licensed. Once prizes and event-related    expenses are deducted, the balance is defined as net gaming proceeds.

      
b) Event –related expenses can only total up to 25% of the total Gaming Revenue.  


Expenses include items such as ticket purchase, prizes, venue rental for the event, 

            advertising and gaming license fee.

            c) Prizes value must be stated on the application and some prize details.  Once these  


have been submitted quantity and value of prizes can not be changed in any way. 


You are not able to change the value or quantity of any prize.

9) Eligible Disbursements for Gaming Funds: 

a) Event related expenses to a maximum of 25% of the total Gaming Revenue.


b) Any items that will be retained at the end of the season by the team, not taken by                                       individual players.  Items include; water bottles, jerseys, pucks and other such items.


c) Tournament Fees


d) Awards


e) Extra Ice Time – that is purchased for the team only


f) Player expenses such as team bus, players’ only hotel expenses and other travel expenses incurred by the players (not players’ family members).  

IMPORTANT NOTE:  If the team is covering expenses with Gaming Funds for out of province tournaments they must submit a special request to use Gaming Funds for this event.


g) Other player development expenses.

** The team tracksuits cannot be purchased with Gaming Funds.  Also team windup party’s expenses cannot be supplemented with Gaming Funds.

10) For Tournaments please follow the following guidelines:



a) For Prize Boards, Cash Boards and Raffle Tickets done over a period of more than 1 day you must: 




* apply for a separate license for each event




* supply details for each separate event




* submit all Gaming Event Revenue and all the required documentation for  the team name that appears on the license




* save all unsold tickets AND save the winning tickets and return with all required documentation
